Druk Kirat Chhoetshok Symbol and its Definition
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Circular shape consisting of snow-capped mountain in the background symbolizes the Kirat people are origin and habited from the Himalayasand:
· Mountain indicates that the Kirat people worship natures, mountains and rivers.
· Plate with rice signifies the Universe.

· In front of the plate (universe) is the Samjik Mundhum (Holy book) of Kirat.

· Vase with water and flower in it indicates the rivers and flora in the universe. As per Kirat mythology (Samjik Mundhum) it is known as Mangsari (Kalasha) means a sacred pot which is use to pour water during religious rituals.  Mangsari, the vase also refers to the pinnacle of temple, which is situate at the very top of a temple and also represents the trilogy God/Goddess.
· Butter lamps symbolize the Sunshine and purity, clarity & brightness of the wisdom. In the Kirat tradition Butter Lamp is called “Sey-Mi”; (Sey means Purity/Clarity & Mi means light and brightness of the flame). By offering the butter lamps the Kirat believes in creating harmony and generating merit while promoting success, prosperity, longevity and world peace as well as helping to avert obstacles, pacify the upheaval of the five elements, and heal the diseases. Butter Lamps offer in the name of decease during the final rites (Samsama = Bardo/ Gewa), and prayers are recite for their liberation and rebirth in a peaceful land.
· As per Kirat mythology three Vases and three Butter Lamps are offer in the name of three supreme deities of Kirat namely; Yumasammang, Himsammang and Thebasammang.  

· Bow & Arrow is the weapon of Kirat people. In Kirat scripture, the Bow and Arrow is literally protector of the state/nation. The Arrow also signifies the force, movement, power and direction of travel.
· Drum is the ethnic musical instrument of Kirat people. And believes the powerful and compelling rhythm of drums can still and focus the mind quick path to mindfulness.
· There is writtenOath in Kirat Script on the either sides of the circle is the mantra in Kirat scripture meaning the brightness and Origin of Creation. 
· In the boundary circle indicated the name of our association DRUK KIRAT CHHOETSHOK in Dzongkha on top and in English on the bottom.

Druk Kirat Chhoetshok Religious Symbol and its Definition
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Kirat Religious Symbol: 
· Oth and its effulgence is the Religious Symbol of Druk Kirat Chhoetshok which is the source and beginning of creation, and presence of the Supreme Goddess, Tagera Ningwa Bhumang. 
· The symbol of the Sun is alchemy; it is a sign of origin and represents the complete of great work. The Sun will represent life, influence and strength. Sun symbolize energy will, being clear and self. The Sun is signifying the complete brightness of mind. 

· In the centre of the Sun written in Kirat script is the mantra Oth meaning the Brightness indicating the cleanliness of thoughts and doings defined by purity.The darkness (ignorance) is expelled.
